2. Former Napa County, Solano County, or Lake County residents who will be in their 3rd or 4th year 
of a Doctor of Veterinary Medicine (DVM) program during the 2025-2026 academic year. Former 
residents must have graduated from a High School in Napa County, Solano County, or Lake 
County. Preference given to applicants currently enrolled at University of California, Davis.

Equivalency Certificate by passing the General Educational Development Test (GED)
