ROBERT ALEXANDER SCOTT SCHOLARSHIP
2025/2026 Guidelines

The Robert Alexander Scott Scholarship benefits current vineyard or winery workers, their children and
spouses/partners studying for a certificate or an associate degree in viticulture and/or enology at Napa
Valley College, Santa Rosa Junior College, Allan Hancock College, Cuesta College, Walla Walla
Community College, or Umpqua Community College. Transfer students admitted to Cal Poly at San Luis
Obispo for a bachelors degree in viticulture or enology may also be considered. The scholarship is geared
toward individuals seeking skills that will allow them to advance above entry-level positions in
viticulture and enology. Previous recipients of the scholarship are eligible to reapply in subsequent years
while working to complete their degrees.

Applications are accepted year-round; however, priority will be given to those submitted at least 60
days before the end of the applicant’s current academic term, and funds will be awarded on a first-
come, first-served basis.

Award Amount: $3,000-55,000 per semester ($6,000-$10,000 per year)

WHO'’S ELIGIBLE?
1. Current vineyard or winery employees with entry-level positions or positions where the
employee does not supervise other employees.

2. The spouses/partners and children of individuals who are current employees of a vineyard or
a winery in entry level positions or positions where the employee does not supervise other
employees.

ALL APPLICANTS MUST:
» Demonstrate eligibility to one of the following options:

e Be enrolled or planning to enroll in courses toward the completion of a certificate or
associate degree in viticulture and/or enology at Napa Valley College, Santa Rosa Junior
College, Alan Hancock College, Cuesta College, Walla Walla Community College or Umpqua
Community College.

e Transferred to Cal Poly or be accepted for enrollment and planning to transfer to Cal Poly in
San Luis Obispo to obtain a bachelor’s degree in Wine and Viticulture.

» provide proof of current employment for themselves, their spouse or their parent at a winery,
vineyard or vineyard management company

» be in good academic standing with the school attended most recently

» have a cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA) of at least 2.5

» demonstrate financial need

» be planning to attend classes full or part-time
